As part of its lease with the Town, El Sol is pleased to submit its second quarterly report for 2017.  Highlights 

from this quarter and the year: 

 
 

LABOR For the quarter, 3,441 jobs were filled, 71 new workers registered and 424 new employers 

registered.  
 

The Legal Program processed 122 cases for the quarter. 

 

Our Case Manager assisted 143 workers this quarter. 

 

133 Students enrolled in Vocational training classes at El Sol this quarter. 

EDUCATION An average of 62 nighttime students took part in organized ESL classes.  
 

An average of 24 Plazas Comunitarias students took part in classes this semester.  

HEALTH Our Health Coordinator referred 85 cases and reached 454 people through 26 different workshops 

though our Health Education Classes this quarter.   
 

The Promotores Program reached 116 people for the quarter.  
 

This quarter, El Solôs kitchen served 3,230 meals and the Food Pantry provided food for 915 

individuals.  
  
El Sol harvested 478 lbs of food from the garden this quarter. The Garden Program reached 98 

people through 6 workshops this quarter.

The 

impact of our programs and services is detailed here, and when appropriate, there is a comparison to previous 

yearsô statistics. According to the Independent Sector website, the estimated national value of volunteer time for 

2016 is $24.14 per hour.  This is the amount we assign to calculate the value of volunteer hours in our 

programs. We have changed our reports to reflect our audits, including professional volunteer time valued at 

their average rate of pay.

placement rate of 40%. Volunteers provided 508 hours to the Labor Program at the Employer Desk and the 

Labor Desk.

b. Case Management for Self-Sufficiency 

During the second quarter of 2017, El Sol continued its pilot program of Case Management for each worker 

who registers and renews their registration at El Sol for work.   

The Case Manager interviews the workers on nine different categories from food assistance to education and 

employment.  From their answers, the Case Manager calculates a baseline for the status of the workersô self-

sufficiency.  The lowest score is zero and the highest score is 45.  Our goal is for workers to learn more about 

the resources available in the community, improve their work potential, improve their education, and improve 

their knowledge of the medical and legal resources available.   

A follow up by the Case Manager after six months will provide insight into how the worker is integrating and 

improving his or her self-sufficiency within our community.  We began documenting the Self Sufficiency score 

in March.  In the chart below we have shown the number of workers registering and the average Self 

Sufficiency score.

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d. Vocational Training  

 
With the addition of the Worker Development Coordinator, Vocational Training at El Sol has taken on a new 

goal for the Workers.  The goal for 2017 is that 75 workers will be hired due directly to training they received at 

El Sol.  There are six separate opportunities for Vocational Training.  These include a construction class at Palm 

Beach State College, a Handyman Workshop for 11 weeks, Sewing classes given in the evenings, a Floral 

Design Workshop for 11 weeks, a Housecleaning Workshop for 11 weeks, and an on-line program sponsored 

by Carlos Slim called Capacitate Para Empleo that provides vocational training for different skill sets for many 

different vocations. 

 

We have stated our goals for each of the Workshops and will begin tracking those goals throughout the year.  

For the second quarter of 2017, we offered the Introductory Bridge NCCer Construction Class at PBSC, Basic 

Handyman Workshop with Home Depot, Sewing classes, and the Capacitate On-line classes.   

 

In the second quarter: 

Introductory Bridge NCCer Construction Class:  Of the 20 students enrolled, 16 graduated the prerequisite 

course to continue with the Core Construction Course offered in the Fall 

Basic Handyman Workshop with Home Depot:  Of the 28 students enrolled, 9 graduated, and 7 were hired for 

Handyman work 

Sewing:  Of the 29 students who enrolled in the sewing classes, 15 students graduated, and 4 were hired for 

sewing work 

Capacitate:  Of the 56 students who completed the Carlos Slim Capacitate programs, 11 completed the course
